-How does the mother owl take care of her babies? 
-What dangers might owls face in the woods? 
-Why were the owls awake at night? 
-Why did Sarah think all three owls should sit on her branch? 
-What are some differences between the mother owl and her babies? 
-If you were one of the baby owls in this story, what would you have done when you found your mother was not home?
