If we were at school children would have one Read Write Inc book per week to read at home. The 

same applies to the e books. We know they may have read these before, but it is good to practice 

them more than once. We are unfortunately not able to send home reading books at this time.  

You may have already read the books available on the website during Lockdown, as we are only able to 

access a select few Read Write Inc books, it is OK to read them again. Re-reading familiar books 

develops children’s reading confidence and will support them in ‘catching up’.

Orange group can read the Ditty Sheets as this builds children’s confidence in reading.
