Weekly English 
This week is based around the Sword in the Stone and poems by Robert Louis Stevenson. Below is a summary of each day – each activity is explained further on the PDF document.
Monday 
Listen to a version of the Sword in the Stone. Read a different version of the story in print and answer questions before making a map of the characters.
Tuesday 
Watch a version of Sword in the Stone. Choose part of the story to write, improving given sentences to write a paragraph. Make a story summary and use it to tell the whole story.
Wednesday
Beginning work on different forms of past tense. There is a PowerPoint presentation to help you with this. If you click the speaker symbol in the top left corner there is sound to go with it.  Read ‘A Good Play’ by Robert Louis Stevenson. Practise past and present tense and then write creatively.
Thursday
Read ‘The Swing’ by Robert Louis Stevenson. Practise progressive form and write about your own play. There is a PowerPoint to help you with this.
Friday
Read ‘Where Go the Boats’. Practise the perfect form then choose your favourite poem and memorise it. There is a PowerPoint to help you with this.
