Day 3 – Writing

· Remember to be descriptive in your story opening. You need to include where the story is happening, who is there, when is it happening (early one morning…in the dead of night, etc.), maybe what the weather is like. 

Day 4 –  Writing 
· Today, concentrate on the problem and resolution. 
· Remember, the problem section of your story needs to be exciting. Use rhetorical questions (What did Jamima see lurking in the shadows? Had she imagined it?) Use short sentences (He froze.)
Day 5  -  Writing 
· Today you will write your story ending. 
· If you have time, re-read your story to make sure each of the sections flow together. 
· Share your story with a grown up or friend. Can they tell you their favourite bit?
