[bookmark: _Hlk36020268]ENGLISHDaily reading and writing tasks using the Talk for Writing – ‘Mission Possible’  home schooling booklet. Remember, you do not need to print out the booklet! Simply write down your sentences/ideas/answers on paper, using a sub-heading for each task. 
Day 1 – Practising speech marks (inverted commas)
· Follow the link below for the BBC Bitesize video and activities about how to punctuate speech correctly in your story.
· Remember to use alternative words for ‘said’ e.g. gasped, whimpered, questioned, wailed.
Day 2- Plan your story
· Look at the structure of the original story, as shown in the table on page 29 of the booklet. You are going to use this to plan the main events in your story. 
· Notice how it is set out on the ‘story road’ plan on page 30.
· On page 32, there are some ideas of how you could change the original story to make it your own. 
· Draw out your own story road (or print out the blank version on page 33) and briefly note down the main points of your story. 
Day 2 –  Write
· You don’t have to write all of your story today! Using your plan, aim to introduce your characters and your setting. Remember – adjectives help the reader to visualise what people and places look like! 

Day 3 –  Write
· Using your plan, aim to write about the mission and a problem that your main characters face. When your characters react to the problem, remember to show how they feel, not tell! E.g. Instead of ‘He was shocked’ you could write ‘His jaw dropped and his eyes widened, beads of sweat forming on his forehead’.
Day 4  -  Write
· Using your plan, aim to write about how your characters overcome the problem (resolution) and the ending. Remember to give reasons for a character’s actions. E.g. As he was running out of time…, Due to the worsening weather…., Feeling trapped….
Day 5  -  Improve and share
· With a fresh pair of eyes, re-read your story in full. Think about:
· Capital letters at the start of sentences and for names
· Commas between 2 adjectives , e.g. long, winding road
· Swapping boring word for more adventurous ones, e.g. walked -> staggered, saw -> noticed, said -> exclaimed. 
·  Take the time to read your story to a grown up or friend
