Lines Around: Latitude lines run from east to west (like the Equator), and tell you how far north and south you are. They are Lines Around (LAtitude). 

Lines Over: Longitude lines go from north to south and tell you how far east or west you are. They are Lines Over (LOngitude).

	Within the co-ordinate, the ° stands for degrees and the ‘ stands for minutes:
Florida = 28°00'N   82°00'W,
which reads 28 degrees and zero minutes North, 82 degrees and zero minutes West.
