Where are the Wombats?
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If you want, you can complete this on the sheet without printing it out. You can go to Insert shapes and choose a square shape for the key.  Draw the square on one of the key squares, then format the shape to change the colour of it. Next,  right click on the shape and choose format shape.  Find the Fill tool in Format, then choose the colour of your choice.   To highlight where the wombat is found, you can use the scribble line in shapes but make sure you do a complete shape.
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You could also try to find out:
- why wombat poo is cube-shaped;

+ any other interesting facts about wombats;

+how to identify animals in your country by their poo.
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Wombat poo is cube shaped. Wombats are shortlegged marsupials that are native to Australia. They are about one
metre in length with small, stubby tails, There are three species of wombat:

1. The northern hairymnosed wombat s classified as critically endangered. In fact, it is one of the worlds most
endangered animals. It is found in one tiny area in Central Queensland: Epping Forest National Park.

2. The southern hairy-nosed wombat is only found in South Australia. I lives all along the very south coast of
the state.

3. The bare-nosed wombat is commonly found in the south-eastern side of Australia, within the states of New
South Wales and Victoria. It can also be found in a tiny area at the very south-eastern comer of Queensland
and in the very south-eastern corner of South Australia. Bare-nosed wombats are widespread in Tasmania,
especially in the north-east. They also occur on Flinders Island, which is located between Australia and
Tasmania
