1. To observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants 

2. To find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy

3. To make close observations, and measurements of their plants growing from seeds and bulbs

Activities:
· Look at the Presentation Observing Plants – can you label the plant and the tree quickly?

· Look outside your door, take a closer look at flowers and trees – what plants can you see? What do you notice about the plants? 
· Draw a plant and label the different parts – roots, stem, leaves and flower.

· Write a description about the plant you have chosen. What colour is the flower? What do the leaves look like? Are all plants the same? How are they different/similar?
· Can you see a tree nearby? Draw and label the tree that you can see – branches, leaves, roots, trunk. How can you describe it? Are the buds of the new leaves coming out? What do the branches look like? Are all the trees the same? How are they different?
