Investigating shadows made by the sun
For this experiment you will need something to stick/put into the ground (ideally a pole or a stick). You will also need a sunny day to do this experiment.

Beginning in the morning (9am), put your stick/pole into the ground and draw round the shadow (if you can) that it makes and measure it. Also take note of the direction of the shadow. Do this every hour of the day (10am, 11am etc) and continue to draw round the shadow and measure it.
